Read in “The Story”: p. 13-14   

Reflect: Where is God calling you?  How does this calling challenge your faith? 

Pray: God, I am listening.  I am listening for your call.  I will take a step of faith and follow you. 
 

TUESDAY____  2-7-12 

Read in “The Story”: p. 14-16   

Reflect: What concerns you about the future?  What troubles you about your present?  Can you trust God to 

keep promises? 

Pray: God, sometimes I can be overwhelmed by my present challenges and limitations.  Help me to trust you as 

a God who keeps promises. 
 

WEDNESDAY   ____  2-8-12 

Read in “The Story”: p. 16-18   

Reflect: Are you being faithful to God?  Are you following him and giving him your very best?  How has God 

blessed you?  How does God make you “laugh?” 

Pray: God you fill my mouth with laughter.  You fill my life with joy.  How can I turn away from you? 
 

THURSDAY ______________2-9-12 

Read in “The Story”: p. 18-20 

Reflect: Do you believe that God keeps promises?  Do you trust God to provide? 

Pray: God, I will trust you to provide for me.  Even though your ways seem strange and mysterious, I will trust 

you. 
 

FRIDAY _____________ 2-10-12 

Read in “The Story”: p. 21-24   

The Refrain: How are you “wrestling” with God?  Are you “wrestling” with others? 

Prayer: God, sometimes life seems like a big wrestling match where I struggle to figure out the mysteries of 

life.  Help me to find peace in knowing that you’re there as I struggle. 
 

SATURDAY __________ 2-11-12 

Read in “The Story”: p. 24-27  

Reflect: How has God blessed you?  How has God restored broken relationships in your life? 

Pray: Thank you God for blessing me again and again.  Thank you for keeping your promises.  Thank you for 

staying with me.
