MONDAY 6-27-11

Read: Matt. 11:28-30 (http://www.devotions.net/bible/00bible.htm)

The Refrain: When I am burdened, God will give me rest.

Prayer: God when the burdens of life weigh me down and the pressures of the day stress me out, I come to you
in prayer. Give me rest from my struggles, give me peace.

Reflection: As Christians, we are not exempt from problems or daily struggles. But Jesus says that the burden
of a Christ-follower is light and the yoke (another image used to describe a heavy burden) was “easy.” When
we follow Jesus, we may have stresses and struggles, but they are different — they are manageable.

The Refrain: When I am burdened, God will give me rest.

TUESDAY 6-28-11

Read: Psalm 146 (http://www.devotions.net/bible/00bible.htm)

The Refrain: God can set people free.

Prayer: God set me free from myself. Set me free from my desires, from my lusts, and from my cravings.
Only you can truly set people free.

Reflection: Quarterbacks get far more credit than they deserve when they win and far more criticism than they
deserve when they lose. We give people too much credit for our own salvation. A Christian looks to God as
their hope for salvation. Do you?

The Refrain: God can set people free.

WEDNESDAY 6-29-11

Read: Luke 4:16-21 (http://www.devotions.net/bible/00bible.htm)

The Refrain: Christ came to earth to set people free.

Prayer: God, just as you sent your son to set people free, send me into the world to do the same. Send me to
the places where there is injustice and oppression and use me to set people free. Use me to set people free from
poverty and hunger. Use me to set people free from addictions and depression. Use me today, Lord, to set
people free.

Reflection: Jesus read from Scripture and saw his ministry as an extension of Isaiah’s mission: to heal, to set
prisoners free and to feed the poor. We are an extension of Christ’s mission on earth. How are you fulfilling
this mission?

The Refrain: Christ came to earth to set people free.




THURSDAY 6-30-11

Read: Deut. 6:4-15 (http://www.devotions.net/bible/00bible.htm)

The Refrain: 1 will remember that Christ has set me free.

Prayer: God, I will love you with all my heart, mind and soul. I will remember the ways you have freed me
from my sin and selfish living. I will remember that you have provided for me. I will remember your love for
me.

Reflection: How do you teach children about the power and love of God? How do you teach others about
God’s great mercy? The best way is to tell your story about your relationship with God. This helps your
remember God’s great love and power.

The Refrain: 1 will remember that Christ has set me free.

FRIDAY 7-1-11

Read: Luke 13:10-17 (http://www.devotions.net/bible/00bible.htm)

The Refrain: Jesus straightens us and heals us.

Prayer: God, you can set me down a straight path and you can straighten my “crooked” and contorted life.
Heal my broken life so that I may praise you fully.

Reflection: Healing and doing the right thing isn’t always approved or appreciated.

The Refrain: Jesus straightens us and heals us.

SATURDAY 7-2-11

Read: John 8:31-38 (http://www.devotions.net/bible/00bible.htm)

The Refrain: Christ gives me true freedom.

Prayer: Teach me Lord, what true freedom looks like. Show me how to live in an ultimate state of
emancipation.

Reflection: Our freedom is not complete unless our soul has been liberated from self and sin. As you walk
with Christ, you will know freedom.
